
WHO WAS MUHAMMAD (PBUH)?

Born in 570 CE in the city of Makkah to the noble Quraysh tribe, Muhammad 
(PBUH) was known even before his prophethood for his honesty, integrity, and 
kindness. His people called him As-Sadiq (The Truthful) and Al-Amin (The 
Trustworthy).” 

At the age of 40, while meditating in the Cave of Hira, he received his first 
revelation from Angel Jibreel (Gabriel). Over 23 years, the Qur’an was revealed to 
him, offering guidance on faith, morality, family, economy, justice, and 
spirituality. He lived as a reformer and peacemaker, uplifting the oppressed and 
reviving the pure monotheism of Abraham.

WHY THE WORLD NEEDED PROPHET MUHAMMAD (PBUH)

The historical context into which Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) was born reflects 
the urgent need for his mission. In the Roman world, people cheered bloodshed 
in coliseums. In Arabia, burying baby girls alive was common practice. Slavery, 
injustice, and idol worship were widespread. Humanity had reached a spiritual 
and moral low point. It would be unimaginable for an All-Merciful God to leave 
the world without intervention. Through Muhammad (PBUH), God reignited 
light in a world engulfed in darkness.

“We have not sent you, [O Prophet], except as a mercy to the worlds.”
- Qur’an 21:107

A CHAIN OF GUIDANCE: FROM ADAM TO MUHAMMAD 

Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) is the final link in a long and noble chain of 
messengers sent by God. His mission was not to contradict, but to affirm what 
came before. His life and teachings represent the culmination of a universal 
message that spans across generations and scriptures. The Qur’an declares: 

“The Messenger has come to you with the truth from your Lord…”  
- Qur’an 4:170. 

His role as the final prophet fulfilled both Biblical and Qur’anic expectations of a 
concluding messenger who would deliver God's last revelation.

THE MISSION: UNITY, JUSTICE, AND BALANCE

Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) brought a message that was deeply transformative. 
His teachings emphasized the worship of the One Creator without 
intermediaries and demanded justice, compassion, and dignity for all people. He 
stood up for the rights of women, orphans, and the poor, abolished tribal 
superiority and racism, and called for the end of exploitative customs. His mission 
created a balance between spiritual devotion and social responsibility, laying the 
foundations for a just and ethical society.

PROPHET MUHAMMAD (PBUH)  – MERCY TO THE WORLDS

TRUTHFUL, NOT DELUDED OR DECEITFUL

The question arises: Could Muhammad (PBUH) have fabricated his message? 
He lived 40 years with an impeccable reputation for truthfulness, then was 
persecuted for the very message he preached. He rejected all offers of wealth, 
power, and marriage in exchange for abandoning his mission. 

Even when his message was rejected, his enemies still trusted him with their 
valuables. His companions, over 100,000 strong by the time of his final sermon, 
never doubted his integrity. His consistency, humility, and sound judgment as 
a leader further proved that he was neither deluded nor deceitful, but divinely 
guided.

UNIVERSAL MONOTHEISM: THE CORE MESSAGE

At the heart of Muhammad’s (PBUH) message was the call to worship God 
alone. This was the same message taught by Noah, Abraham, Moses, and Jesus 
(peace be upon them all).

“Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God is One Lord.” - Deuteronomy 6:4 & Mark 12:29

“Your God is One God; there is no deity except Him.” - Qur’an 2:163

Islam’s monotheism rejected all forms of idolatry - whether idols, saints, or 
worldly desires - and taught a direct relationship with the Creator. It 
emphasized spiritual equality and personal responsibility, forming a society 
where people were valued not by race, class, or wealth, but by piety and good 
deeds.

A MERCY IN ACTION

Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) practiced what he preached. He forgave even his 
fiercest enemies and led by example in kindness, justice, and mercy. He 
uplifted women, freed slaves, protected the environment, and treated animals 
with compassion.

“Be merciful to those on the earth and the One above will have mercy upon 
you.” - Tirmidhi

His teachings brought salvation, purpose, and peace - the very mercy 
humanity longs for.

THE LEGACY OF THE FINAL PROPHET

By the time of his passing in 632 CE, Muhammad (PBUH) had transformed 
Arabia and set in motion a global movement of faith. He migrated to Madinah 
to establish a just society, returned to Makkah in peace, and left behind a 
timeless message. Within a century, Islam spread across continents - from 
Spain to China. His legacy lives on in billions of hearts today: a legacy of truth, 
humility, and mercy.

THE BIBLICAL NECESSITY 

Mentions Kedar, the son of Ishmael, and calls for rejoicing 
from the “inhabitants of the rock.”

Kedar’s descendants are historically linked to Mecca, the 
birthplace of Muhammad (PBUH).

Seen as a prophecy of the rise of Islam and Muhammad’s 
(PBUH) mission.

Isaiah 42:11

Jesus speaks of a “Comforter” or “Spirit of Truth” who will 
come after him.

This figure will not speak on his own authority but will deliver 
divine truth.

Unlike the Holy Spirit (already present), this is interpreted as a 
future Prophet i.e. Muhammad (PBUH), who brought final 
revelation without personal authorship.

John 16:7–13

Refers to Hagar and Ishmael dwelling in the wilderness of 
Paran, identified with Mecca.

Links the Biblical well seen by Hagar to the Zamzam well in 
Islamic tradition.

Supports the historical and spiritual lineage from Ishmael to 
Muhammad (PBUH).
